About - Midge Tolerant Wheat Stewardship Agreement

Why Varietal Blend?
The varietal blends provide an “interspersed refuge system” that disrupts the midge’s ability to produce resistant offspring, preventing a buildup of a resistant midge population. Without an interspersed refuge system, midge tolerance could break down within 10 years.

What are my responsibilities when I use a midge tolerant varietal blend?
1. If you grow Midge Tolerant Wheat, you must sign an online Stewardship Agreement with your retailer (Galloway Seeds).
2. By signing the Stewardship Agreement means agreeing to limit the use of farm-saved seed to one generation past Certified. This is the only way to ensure the refuge is still at the required level beyond one generation
3. The online Stewardship Agreement is evergreen – you only need to sign it once – and your obligations last as long as you grow Midge Tolerant Wheat.
